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 (BOISE) – Members of Governor C.L. “Butch” Otter’s Task Force on Modernizing Transportation Funding will hear about the economic impacts of transportation investment, how other states are addressing transportation funding shortfalls and efficiencies, and the results of a study on the equity of various fees for cars and trucks on Tuesday, July 27th.
