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GOVERNOR’S TRANSPORTATION TASK FORCE MEETING SET FOR THURSDAY APRIL 29th – SUBCOMMITTEES ALSO TO MEET

            (BOISE) – Members of Governor C.L. “Butch” Otter’s Task Force on Modernizing Transportation Funding will discuss matching Idaho’s transportation revenue options with its needs during their fifth meeting, scheduled for 10 a.m. Thursday, April 29, in the Capitol Building’s Garden Level East Wing, Room 40.

The Governor’s Task Force, led by Lieutenant Governor Brad Little, is examining traditional and non-traditional ways Idaho can fund its transportation system needs now and in the future. At this meeting, the task force will discuss revenue sources available to fund transportation, and begin evaluating how applicable they are to Idaho’s needs. 

The task force’s subcommittees on cost allocation and public transportation will also meet on Thursday in the House Majority Caucus Room (E403). The cost allocation subcommittee is examining the equity of Idaho’s fees for various types of vehicles. The public transportation subcommittee is charged with addressing Idaho’s long-term public transportation needs and funding options.

The cost allocation subcommittee will meet from 8:30-9:30 a.m. The public transportation subcommittee will meet upon adjournment of the regular task force meeting (approximately 3:15 p.m.).
